e FElementary (PK-6)

o Live instruction will begin via Google Classroom/Zoom on Tuesday, August 24th.

e Secondary (7-12)
o Students will work on assignments independently on Wednesday.
o Most students have technology already. Students that do not have a tech device, should
contact Mr. Constantinou at johncon@kamaile.org.
o Live instruction will begin via Google Classroom/Zoom begins on Thursday, August
19th. Students will follow their current schedules.

e Distance Learners
o Students that have signed up for Distance Learning and have completed the full
registration process will learn as a separate cohort, not returning to school on September
13. The Distance Learning cohort will not be part of the distance learning that is
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happening with the rest of the school as described above. Please continue to be patient
as we get these programs up and running and utilize the resources that were distributed
during the registration process.

e Drive Through Meal Distribution will resume on Tuesday, August 24th through September
10th.

September 9th. Instead, we will be holding a Virtual Town Hall this Thursday at 5:30 PM for families
that may have questions, concerns and solutions.
